• We do not provide a shuttle directly from the airport; however, the options below can get you to the 

check-in location fairly easily.

Option 1: Rideshare. Cost varies from $30 - $60 

Option 2: Super Shuttle. Cost varies from $50 - $80

Option 3: Public Transportation. Cost about $1.50



Travel assistance will be provided to participants traveling more than 50 
miles that are also in financial need.

• Travel assistance will not exceed $500.

• Travel assistance will only be provided for round trip coach airfare, bus/train ride, and personal car 

travel mileage over 50 miles from UCLA site.

• Scholars will have two options: 

• Option 1: UCLA will coordinate, schedule, and pay directly for your travel. 

• Option 2: You will purchase your own travel and will be reimbursed for the travel

• UCLA will need copies of receipts confirming cost of travel

• Reimbursement may take up to 6 weeks from the end of the SHPEP program.
